Exotic Tree Planting

Councillor McQueen said that during a recent trip to the Northern Hemisphere he
had noticed the successful use of exotic tree planting and native exotics in a variety
of areas in both North America and Europe.

He said the Regional Council could consider the use of deciduous exotics as an
occassional colourful contrast to the colours of indigenous plantation.

Mr Gilbert said while exotics had been planted successfully at forests in Hamner
and Whakerewarewa, Council should be cautious in its plant selection to avoid the
introduction of pests and disease.

Councillor Werry said these were good thoughts which will be considered carefully
by the Regional Council in the planning for both parks and landscape planning.
