ﬂj) All delegations shall be recorded in a delegations register by the local
authority or committee that makes the delegation,

(5) Every committee to which any functions, powers, or duties are delegated
may, without-confirmation by the local authority, exercise or perform them.in like
manner and with the same- effect as the local authority could itself have exercised
or, performed them .
