Following the presentation of the video members asked questions of Linda Kennington and her
colleagues.  In her concluding remarks Linda Kennington said that people in the region had no
choice about fluoride in drinking water, and Council had introduced its policy without a mandate to
do so.

3 Discussion with Peter Dennison, Public Health Dentist

Peter Dennison commented on the accuracy and completeness of the research quoted in the video
and said that in 28 years of denta practice and the examination of the teeth of about 500 children a
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year in the lagt few years in Wellington he had never seen any evidence of tooth fluoross shown in
the video.

Mr Dennison said he supported the Council’s policy for fluoride in drinking water and especidly
praised the policy for the way it contributed to the maintenance of high quality teeth for al children
especidly those in the lower socio-economic groups.

4) I nformation about the Regional Council Fluoridation

Mr Kennedy, Strategy and Asset Manager, gave a presentation on source of fluoride supplied to
the Regionad Council, the specifications and impurities percentage through test andysis, including
the limits of those impurities. Mr Kennedy dso answered questions.
