The report outlines terms of the
proposed purchase which may still
be negotiated. Having this part of
the meeting open to the public would
disadvantage the Council if further
negotiations were to take place as it
would  reveal the  Council’s
negotiation strategy. The Council
has not been able to identify a public
interest favouring disclosure of this
particular information in public
proceedings of the meeting that
would override this prejudice.

The information contained in this
report relates to the appointment of
Trustees to the Wellington Regional
Stadium Trust. Release of this
information would prejudice their
privacy by disclosing the fact that
they are being considered, and have
expressed interest, in becoming

Release of this
information would disadvantage the
Council in its negotiations with the
Shandon Golf Club as it would
reveal the Council’s bottom price it
would be willing to accept for rent.
The Council has not been able to
identify a public interest favouring
disclosure  of this  particular
information in public proceedings of
the meeting that would override this
prejudice.
