Release of
this information would prejudice
the proposed member’s privacy by
disclosing the fact that they are
being considered for, and have
expressed interest in, appointment
as a member of the Regional
Transport Committee. Greater
Wellington has not been able to
identify a public interest favouring
disclosure of this particular
information in public proceedings
of the meeting that would override
the privacy of the individuals
concerned.

These minutes contain information
provided by insurance providers
relating to pricing for the renewal
of Greater Wellington’s insurance.
Release of this information would
be likely to prejudice the providers’
commercial position as it would
reveal their pricing. In the
circumstances, this is considered
unreasonable given the
environment insurance providers
operate in. Greater Wellington has
not been able to identify a public
interest favouring disclosure of this
particular information in public
proceedings of the meeting that
would override this prejudice to
their commercial position.
