non-freshwater planning instrument parts of Proposed Change 1 and variation 1 to the 

Regional Policy Statement for the Wellington Region (PC1).

The relief 

sought is inconsistent with the Resource Management Act and the need to ensure the 

life-supporting capacity of freshwater is achieved and then maintained.
